Furnace Update

The total estimate for the furnace from ACE Mechanical is
$58,500.00, which was approved by the vestry on September 16,
2025 (motioned by Gloria Bryant, 2"4 by Gwen Gonzalez,
unanimously voted and carried). At this time, we have $30,469 in the
furnace fund and the rest of the expenses for the furnace will be
coming from our general fund investments.
